How do | form a Team?
There are seven easy steps to building a successful team:

One REGISTER YOUR TEAM. You must choose either online or paper en-
try for your team. Registering online at www.komenmontana.org helps keep
race costs down. As team captain, you must establish your team before oth-
ers can join online. Sign your team up early for a chance to win early registra-
tion incentive prizes. Not web-savvy? You may also complete a paper regis-
tration, but ALL team members must be entered by paper registration. On-
line team registration closes at midnight May 3; postmark deadline for mailed
entries is May Tst.
